For the troops of the Vietnam era Nancy Sinatra is a hero riding Huey choppers through enemy territory to come to the jungle bases bringing a small slice of home to each of them as she sang and danced her way into their hearts.  For tens of thousands of America’s frontline troops she and other USO entertainers helped ease the burden of fighting.
